From the President 
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 General Manager Notes 
  
Fall is here and with that so is the end of another wonderful golf season. 

I would like to take some time to discuss some precautions entering the 

fall and winter months, as all of you are aware the Bermuda fairways 

are going into winter dormancy and so golf carts should now stay in the 

rough as much as possible. Bermuda grass does not have the recupera-

tive capacity when dormant to heal from shock caused by carts driving 

on them, this could lead to winter dead spot and many other issues as 

we come out of winter and into spring. The cart shed will remain closed 

until any frost on the course is gone for the day. I have also noticed a 

lot of ball marks on the greens not being fixed, please take the extra 

time to repair any ball marks you leave on the green more so now than 

in the summer months. Bent grass has a harder time healing in fall and 

winter months also and could potentially cause issues in the area around 

the divot on the green.  

Thank you for all of your cooperation and hope everyone has a great 

month.
